2, The decision to transfer a patient by air will strictly remain a decision
between the referring phvsician, the Transport Team and their M edical Control,

. 3 No helicopter transport business shall be owned or operated from the
[Helistop and no helicopter may be based, stored. fucled or serviced at the Telistop.
4. The user of a Helistop must submit all required documentation 1o Lhe State

ol Hlinois Department of Transportation Division of Aeronautics in order for that agency
Lo review and, if the appropriate regulations are met, to issue the appropriate permit for
uilization ol a llelistop.

5. A Helistop must be reviewed and approved as a specidl Lise in the Health
Services Zoning District for purposes ol a [ lospital.”
